Regulations for the Establishment of Budget Management Committee of Department of Healthcare Administration at I-Shou University
Adopted on April 21, 2006 at the seventh meeting of the Departmental Affairs Council in the academic year 2005
I. The Regulations for the Establishment of Budget Management Committee of Department of Healthcare Administration at I-Shou University (hereinafter referred to as “the Regulations”) are made pursuant to Provision 4 of the Rules of the Organization of Department of Healthcare Administration at I-Shou University.

II. The Budge Management Committee (hereinafter referred to as “the Committee”) shall have one convener and several committee members, and the latter shall be recommended or elected by the Departmental Affairs Council every academic year. The convener shall be elected among committee members and is responsible for convening committee meetings. Committee members shall serve a one-year term and may be reelected. 
III. The Committee is responsible for:
1. Doing planning for laboratories (including the library);

2. Planning and deliberating annual budgets;

3. Planning and deliberating supplementary budget proposals or budget amendments; and

4. Planning and deliberating departmental affairs related to income and expenditure.

The aforesaid affairs may be referred to the Departmental Affairs Council for approval, if necessary.

IV. Committee members shall meet at least once every academic year, and the chair of the Department is the chairperson of the Committee. Extraordinary sessions may be convened if necessary.
V. A quorum of at least two-thirds of total membership will be required to validate a committee meeting. A resolution shall not be adopted unless at least half of the members present vote in favor of the proposal.
VI. The Committee may invite related persons to attend committee meetings without the power to vote.
VII. The Regulations become effective after being adopted by the Departmental Affairs Council. The same procedure applies to any amendment to the Regulations.
Note: In the event of any dispute or misunderstanding as to the interpretation of the language or terms of these Regulations, the Chinese language version shall prevail.
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
